Entries are open to everyone in all departments, except when otherwise stated. (i.e. junior divisions)

The Cheshire Fair Association will not be responsible for any accident or damage that may occur to persons or
property while on the fairgrounds or on the road leading to the fairgrounds.

Entries must remain for exhibit for the duration of the Fair. Any unauthorized removal of an exhibit will result in loss
of premiums.

Prize money and ribbons not claimed by designated pickup time are forfeited. Items not picked up will be donated to a
local charity.

Entries without competition will be judged on merit to the discretion of the judge in each department.
